TECHNICAL & OPERATING STANDARDS

1. All programs, whether in the form of a special or a series, must be 14:00 minutes, 28:00 minutes, or 58:00 minutes in length. The Commission prefers the 28:00 minute length, and shows of this length will give preference for broadcast.
2. Programs will be accepted on DV, DVD, or .mpeg formats.
3. All program tapes and segments must be of reasonable technical quality, which includes video with proper color and light levels as well as understandable audio with proper sound levels.  Additionally, all edits must be “clean” without rolling video or other technical problems.

4. All programs must leave at least one minute of black at the beginning and the end of each tape.  Black can be obtained in a studio through the use of a sync generator and at home by recording with the camera lens cap on.

5. Only one final master program may be produced on any one videotape.
6. For shows presented on tape, all programs must be recorded on tape stock that is in good condition.  Utilization of a new tape for each show is recommended.  Old tape stock in poor condition will result in the rejection of a program for broadcast.

7. All tapes must be labeled properly on the box as well as on the tape itself with the following information:

a. Series or special title.

b. Specific episode title, if applicable.

c. Length of show.

d. Date of production.

e. Contact person with telephone number.
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
